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“Who do you say that | am?”

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

Today, in the Gospel, Jesus asks His disciples, "Who do you say |
am?" This is a profound and important question that deserves each of us
to take a moment to reflect. It is a question of faith; at this moment, Jesus
is asking His followers to clearly understand who He is. Peter answers,
"You are the Messiah." Through today's Gospel, we can confidently
proclaim: "Jesus is the Messiah, the Lord of eternal life." Peter
understands Jesus' true identity—He is for truth, justice, peace, love, and
forgiveness. If Jesus were to ask us the same question today, "Who am |
(Jesus)?" how would we respond? We should also contemplate what Jesus
represents in our hearts. In our lives, is Jesus our mentor, friend, or the
center of our existence? When facing difficulties and challenges, can we,
like Peter, firmly believe in Jesus' strength and guidance? Jesus' question
is not only an inquiry to the disciples but also a challenge to each of us as
believers. He desires for us to recognize His identity and understand His
role in our lives. For the disciples, this is a pivotal moment; their answer
reflects their understanding of Jesus and determines their future mission.
This is a question that every Christian should frequently reflect upon.

Dear brothers and sisters, in today's second reading, James teaches us
an important truth: “if someone says he has faith but does not have works?
Can that faith save him?" James tells us that faith and works are
inseparable. Faith is not merely an internal feeling or a verbal declaration;
it must be manifested in our actions. When we say we have faith, we must
ask ourselves: is this faith reflected in our lives? If our actions do not
align with our faith, then our faith becomes empty.
