“Behold the Lamb of God, who takes
away the sins of the world.”

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

In today’s Gospel, John the Baptist makes a remark of
profound significance. Pointing towards Jesus, John says, “Behold
the Lamb of God, who takes away the sins of the world.” These
words of John became the words in our liturgy through which we
gaze upon the real presence of the Lord.

Each Christian came into relationship with Christ through
our baptism, yet baptism isn’t simply an initiation ceremony into a
Church, it is the beginning of a journey of knowing and loving
Jesus. In John’s Gospel, we hear the words, “I did not know him.”
But when the Holy Spirit descended upon him, all recognized him,
that he is the saviour sent by God. Likewise, our knowledge of
Jesus isn’t only head knowledge, but a response through faith,
through prayer, through sacrament, through liturgy and an intimate
relationship. Let’s allow the Holy Spirit to open our eyes so that
we may see who Jesus truly is and how he is important to us.

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, at each mass, when we hear
the words, “Behold the Lamb of God, behold him who takes away
the sins of the world”, we should ask ourselves these three
questions. Do we really know Jesus? Do we have a desire to
know him more? Do we have a desire to share his love to those
around us? Through the grace of our baptism, we all became sons
and daughters of God, and received new life and became sharers
of God’s divine nature. We are all called to participate in his
kingdom of everlasting mercy and love. We responded to our
baptism with faith, and this faith is a free gift from God. May the
Holy Spirit guide us and help us to live out our baptismal
promises. If each of our brothers and sisters can respond with the
words of the Gospel, “Now I have seen and testified that he is the
Son of God”, then the Church would most certainly be
strengthened and more people will be led to Jesus. We come
across a multitude of people in our daily lives, and thus we have
many opportunities to be witnesses of God, so let us live up to our
missionary call that we have received at our baptism.
