“Repent, for the kingdom of heaven
is at hand”

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

the Third Sunday of Ordinary Time is the Sunday of the
Word of God. In today’s Gospel, we hear Jesus’ first public
proclamation by saying, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is
at hand.” This isn’t only a words spoken for a group of
Galileans 200 years ago, it is spoken to each one of us today.
We learn from the Gospel that Jesus came to proclaim the
kingdom of God after the imprisonment of John the Baptist.
This was a time of darkness and fear. But it was at a time like
this that the words of the Prophet of Isaiah was fulfilled, “the
people were walking in darkness and saw a great light”. The
Word of God doesn’t only bring people peace at a time of
trouble, but is the light of hope in the darkness. Today’s world
is filled with the darkness of despair, sin, indifference, fatigue
and disappointment. But today’s reading reminds us that the
light is here and is among us. God willingly enter into our
ordinary lives and brings to us light and hope.

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, Jesus says: “Repent, for
the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” Repentance should not be a
last resort, and should not be an act of desperation, rather it
should be constant - we should always turn back to God to
receive his merciful love. Repentance is a reorientation of our
hearts, transforming indifference to love, transforming sinful
habits to absolute trust in God. The starting point of our
conversion is to frequently listen to the Word of God. God’s
words is like a mirror, allowing us to see ourselves more
clearly. It is also like a path that leads us towards him. God
isn’t an intangible force, he is present to us. When we open our
hearts to listen and live our God’s words, the kingdom of God
will be present in our family in our workplace and in all our
relationships.
