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“Live as Salt and Light of the World”

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

in today’s Gospel, Jesus says to his disciples, “You are the
salt of the earth and the light of the world”. This isn't simply a
title, but a mission in life. Salt that has lost its taste and light
that is hidden away cannot fulfill the purpose for which it was
created. Likewise, if we are Christian only in name, but do not
live out our faith in our daily lives, the power of the Gospel
would be weakened. This Gospel message is the direction of
our parish with our eight year pastoral goal. The renewal of our
parish does not start with our structure or functions, but rather
with the heart of each of our parishioners. Transformation
happens when we are willing to change to cooperate with God’s
will for us.

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, in order to help our
parish community to strive tangibly for our eighty year pastoral
goal, I would like to recommend three action plans that will
allow us to live out the spirit of salt and light.

First, we need to renew our hearts with prayer - we must
leave room for God each and every day. Our faith is rooted in
our relationship with God. We can spend time each day
meditating, reading scripture or praying as a family; we should
also frequent the sacrament of confession and attend daily
masses whenever possible. I want to invite everyone to put
Jesus at the centre of our lives. When our hearts are
illuminated by God’s love, we will naturally reflect this light
onto others.
