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“Encountering the Risen Lord”
Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

In today’s Gospel, two disciples encounter the Risen Lord
on the road to Emmaus. At first, they do not recognize Jesus. It
was in the breaking of the bread their eyes were opened, and
they come to know Him. This passage clearly teaches us that it
is in the breaking of the bread, in the Eucharistic celebration,
that we truly come to recognize and encounter the Risen Lord.
Along the way, as Jesus explains the Scriptures, their hearts
burn within them; yet it is at the moment of the breaking of the
bread that they truly recognize Him. This is just like every time
we participate in the Mass. First, we listen to the Word of God,
allowing our hearts to be touched. Then, in the Eucharist, we
personally encounter the Lord and are united with Him.

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, today’s Gospel invites us
to reflect on some important questions. Do we merely “know
about” Jesus, or do we truly KNOW Him? Do we allow the
Mass to become a moment of encounter with the Lord, or do
we simply attend out of routine or obligation? This also echoes
the direction of our parish’s eight-year pastoral plan (2025—
2033), “a journey of renewing our faith, beginning with
ourselves.” Renewal of faith is not just a slogan; it begins with
concrete actions which include coming into the church,
participating in Mass, and devoutly receiving Holy
Communion. ...To be continued on p.3

The Church teaches us that the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass is
the source and summit of our Christian life. Here, the Lord
Jesus is truly present in both the Word and the Eucharist. When
we receive Holy Communion, it is not merely symbolic, as we
are truly united with Christ, allowing Him to enter into our
lives. Therefore, I sincerely invite everyone to participate in
Mass frequently and to have a desire to receive Holy
Communion. Do not come only on Sundays! I also encourage
you to seek opportunities during the weekdays to come to
church more often and draw close to the Lord.

When, like the disciples on the road to Emmaus, we
recognize the Lord in the breaking of the bread, our lives will
be transformed. We will no longer be discouraged or saddened,
but filled with joy and strength, ready to return to our daily
lives and bear witness to the Lord. Let us pray in our hearts this
prayer: Lord Jesus, stay with us, especially in every celebration
of the Mass; open our eyes to recognize You in the Eucharist;
grant that we may always long for You, be united with You,
and live out the witness of the Resurrection in our daily lives.

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, last Sunday was Divine
Mercy Sunday and also our Parish Open House. At 3:00 p.m.,
we had Eucharistic Adoration and prayed the Chaplet of Divine
Mercy for the Pope. On Tuesday evening, 36 of our young
people received the Sacrament of Confirmation. I sincerely
thank the Archbishop, the principal, the vice-principal, our two
Grade 7 teachers, and the PREP teachers. I also thank all our
parishioners, especially the various parish groups, for their
enthusiastic participation. Everyone’s involvement has allowed
me to truly experience the meaning of the words: “the church is
my home.”

How can we help new members of the Church also
experience the same sentiment? This afternoon, our Mandarin-
speaking community will once again host a welcome gathering,
helping the newly baptized to continue deepening their faith, to
understand the liturgy and the sacraments, and to see the
Church as a family. Let all the faithful understand that no
matter how difficult our journey of faith may be, God is always
calling us and awaiting our response. In the joy of the
Resurrection, let us respond to this call with love and come to
know and love God more deeply each day.

May the peace and joy of the Risen Lord Jesus be with you
always!
